PSA

Child 1:  I am not too young.

(8-9 year-old white girl)

Child 2:  Not too young.

(11-12 year-old Hispanic boy)

Child 3: I’m not too innocent.

(6-7 year old white boy)

Teen 1: Talk to me about street drugs . . .before someone else does.

(teenage girl)

Teen 2: Or I will learn about drugs from my friends at school.

(older boy)

Child 2: From strangers in a park or parking lot.

Teen 1: At a party.

Pre-teen: From the Internet.

Child 1:  Even at a sleepover. It can happen anywhere and it does. It’s not just the “bad” kids that try drugs . . . street drugs can even be disguised as candy and called fun names like Strawberry Quik and Cheese . . . what they really are is meth, crack and heroine. 

Teen 1: Meth is readily available because it is cheap to make. It can be made with things like nail polish remover, cold medicine, Drano, rat poison and more. It is so toxic that you can be hooked on the very first try . . . You can even die. 

Teen 2: You tell us not to talk to strangers. And to be careful when riding our bikes, shopping at the mall, or playing sports . . . so talk to us about another real danger . . . street drugs.
